CROSS RIVER TRAM DEPOT

IN PECKHAM TOWN CENTRE?
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The Mayor is proposing a cross river tram between Camden and Peckham to open by 2016.   Public consultation  is likely later this year. 

BUT…the depot – where all 48 trams would be parked and maintained, day and night – is planned for the heart of PECKHAM TOWN CENTRE.

The 5 acre site lies between Rye Lane and Consort Road, opposite Peckham Rye station – see map above. 

The effect on Peckham would be to set back the town centre revival:

· DEMOLITION of newly built block of flats

· LOSS of existing workshops, churches and shops

· MORE JOBS LOST THAN GAINED  - 40 businesses affected

· DESTROY thriving local artists’ community 

· A tram depot is NOT REGENERATION – it offers little to its surroundings

The Government Planning Inspector rejects the choice of Peckham and says:

“Amazingly the site is described as vacant and derelict. … that is simply not true … it is far from derelict … The comparative evaluation and site selection process have been defective …”
